1 Once connected, the power cord should be placed so that no one can trip over them.

Conversion from handheld to floor vacuum cleaner

Remove all parts from the packaging and place carefullyon a flat area. If necessary, putprotective
sheeting underneath to avoid harm to easilydamaged surfaces. Carefullyremove all packing
materials. Compare the contents with the listof parts.

Using as a handheld vacuum cleaner
The 2 in 1 Vacuum Cleaneris ready for use as a handheld appliance
as soonas it has been unpacked.

Using as a floor vacuum cleaner

1. Open the little flap on the handle of the handheld vacuum cleaner.
2. Insert the rod handle in the openingin the handle and pushin as
far as it will go.

3. Press the flap againstthe adapter so that it snaps into place.

Removing rod handle

4. Open the flap.

5. Pull out the rod handle.

6. Close the flap on the handle again.

Fitting and removing nozzles

A CAUTION

[J Before changing nozzles, always switch the vacuum cleaner off first.
@® When fitting nozzles, insertin the suction opening.
® Toremove nozzles, pull out of the suction opening.

Hoor nozzle attachment

The floor nozzle attachmentis suitable for both carpets and smooth floors.
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Crevice nozzle

A CAUTION

The crevice nozzle is designed for upholstery, cleaning the interior
of cars and for getting into all corners and cracks that are
inaccessible with the floor nozzle attachmentor withouta nozzle.

Preparing to use the appliance

1. Fit or remove the rod handle depending on whether you want to use the vacuum cleaner as
a handheld or a floor appliance.

2. You can usethe vacuum cleaner eitherwithouta nozzle or fit
one of the nozzles to the suction opening.

3. To quickly unwind the cable from the floor vacuum cleaner, twist down the
cord holder on the top handle.

4. Insert the power plug in a wall outlet.

5. Set the On/Off switchto I .

6. Mowve the suction opening or nozzle over the surface to be cleaned.
7. After finishing vacuuming, set the On/Off switch to 0 and unplug.
8. After use, always empty the dust collector and clean the dust filter.
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Cleaning

A CAUTION

[0 Remove the power plug before cleaning and / or putting away.
[0 Do not use caustic or abrasive products to clean the housing or you may damage the surface.
[ Never immerse the appliance in water.

Emptying dust collector and cleaning dust filter.
* 1. Hold down the unlocking button for the dust collector and carefully

remove.

2. Hold the dust collector over a dustbin, carefully remove the dust filter and
empty the dust collector.
3. Bang the dust filter gently.

4. Then wash the dust filter under cold running water.
CAUTION: Do not wash the dust filter in the washing machine.

5. Leawve the dust filter to dry in the air for 24 hours until completely dry before reinserting.
CAUTION: Never use a hairdryer.

6. Press the dustfilter firmly back into the dustcollector soiit fits closelyall round the wall of the housing.
CAUTION: Never use the vacuum cleaner without the dustfilter inserted.

* 7. Firstinsertthe dustfilter in the bottom of the appliance and

then close. Press the unlocking button for the dustcollector to
engage. The dustcollector musthave securelyengaged atthe
top and bottom of the appliance.

Cleaning or replacing motor protection filter

= Once you have removed the dustcollector, you will find a piece
of non-woven material on the open side of the appliance. This
is the motor protection filter. It needs to be cleaned from time
to time.

1. Remove the motor protection filter from the appliance and bang off the dust.

2. Rinse with lukewarm water.

3. Then give the motor protection filter a good shake and leave to dry off completely.
CAUTION: Never insertthe motor protection filter while still damp.

4. Check the motor protection filter for damage and replace with a new one if necessary.
5. Reinsertthe motor protection filter.

Cleaning housing

Cleanthe housing with a slightlydamp, softcloth if necessary.
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Storage

» Once you have fitted the rod handle, you can wind the cord

ﬁ around the two cord holders before putting away.

* To quickly unwind the cable next time you use it, twist down the
cord holderon the top handle.

* The vacuum cleaner should be stored indoors in a cool, dry place.
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Troubleshooting

If your appliance does notfunction,is damaged orrequires a spare part, please do notmake any repairs
yourselffor your own safety.
